Background

The Department of Trade and Industry are part funding the Rethinking FM study under the Partners in Innovation Scheme. 

The project team includes BIFM, BRE, BSRIA and the University of West of England. The study is supported by a steering group representing a wide range of FM bodies and interests including IFMA, CIBSE, CIOB and the RIBA.  

The study will analyse how FM adds value today and what are likely to be the key issues over the next few years. 

The analysis will be used to prepare an action plan to help develop the FM profession over the next five to ten years and a tool kit to help individual FMs improve their contribution to the core business. 

The results will be available towards the end of the year.

The study is very timely since BIFM has just commenced a review of its core competencies for FM and the Government is expected to licence a Sector Skills Council for the FM Sector (Asset Skills) later this year.
