Gordon Masterton OBEDTech BA MSc DIC FREng  FRSE FICE FIStructE FIES MCIWEM  Vice President Jacobs, CIC Chairman.

Gordon Masterton was born in Charlestown, Fife, close to the site of the Forth Bridges.

He joined Babtie Shaw and Morton in 1976 on graduating from Edinburgh University with first class honours in Civil Engineering. He then studied Concrete Structures at Imperial College, graduating MSc DIC in 1981. The next few years were spent designing bridges, mainly in Scotland, including the River Annan Bridge, the Nith Viaducts and many motorway structures. 

In 1993 Gordon became a Director of Babtie Group Ltd and between 1995 and 1997 worked in the Far East establishing an office in Kuala Lumpur. On returning to the UK he headed up the Group's work in bridges and building structures, advising on a number of major PFI building projects.

In August 2004, Babtie Group became part of the Jacobs Group, and Gordon was appointed Vice President Environment with an expanded resource of 750 staff with revenues of £55m.  By 2008 this had grown to 1400 staff and £100m.

In 2001 Gordon was elected Vice-President of the Institution of Civil Engineers and became President in November 2005, serving until November 2006, encompassing the bicentenary of the birth of Brunel. 

Gordon is a Royal Commissioner on the Ancient and Historical Monuments of Scotland and the author of over 40 technical papers on buildings, bridges, tunnels and the history of civil engineering.  He has appeared regularly on TV and radio, including the emmy-nominated “Life After People” in 2008.  In 2008 he was awarded an OBE for services to civil engineering in Scotland.
Paul Morrell OBE, Government Chief Construction Advisor
Paul Morrell is the Government Chief Construction Adviser. He took up the post after retiring from Davis Langdon, where he had worked since joining from University in 1971, becoming a Partner in 1976 and Senior Partner in 1999.

He is a Fellow of the RICS, an Honorary Fellow of the RIBA, and served as a Commissioner on CABE from to 2000 to 2008, finishing as Deputy Chairman. He was a founder member of the British Council for Offices, and served as President in 2004/5. 
Paul received the Award for Outstanding Contribution to the Construction Industry at the 2007 Building Awards; received the President's Award from the British Council for Offices in the same year; and was awarded an OBE for services to architecture and the built environment in the 2009 New Year Honours list.
Away from the office, enthusiasms include sailing, theatre, opera and contemporary dance; and he is on the Board of the Royal Shakespeare Company, and chairs the Siobhan Davies Dance Company
Ian Short, Chief Executive, Thames Gateway Institute for Sustainability 

Ian Short is Chief Executive and holds overall responsibility for the Institute’s strategic direction and operation.  He is a founding trustee and was heavily involved in the establishment of the Institute while working at the London Thames Gateway Development Corporation (LTGDC) where he was Deputy CEO.

Ian joined LTGDC, the lead regeneration agency for east London, in early 2005 soon after the organisation was established.  His initial focus was setting up the entity’s infrastructure and securing future funding from government.  He led development of the Institute from original concept through to fully operational charitable organisation in just over two years.  He became an Institute Trustee in March 2009 and resigned in February 2010 to take up his role as Chief Executive.  

Before joining LTGDC, Ian worked at Lehman Brothers for 10 years in a number of roles including Senior Vice President.  His work included establishing the Lehman Brothers' European Charitable Foundation and setting up a number of community projects in east London.  Ian began his career in New Zealand with the Treasury and Audit Office.

Ed Metcalfe, Director of Research and Business Development, Institute for Sustainability
 

Ed Metcalfe is responsible for developing the Institute's overall research strategy and implementation plans.  This includes a research programme to inform and learn from large scale retrofit demonstrator projects in urban, peri-urban and rural areas. 

 

Ed works closely with businesses, networks and universities to stimulate new innovations and ways of working as well as setting up processes to ensure that key knowledge and learning is captured in a systematic, user friendly way.  In his former role as trustee, Ed utilised these relationships to develop the business case and garner support for the establishment of the Institute.

 

Ed was at South East England Development Agency (SEEDA) from 2002 to 2009 where he was the Chief Scientific Advisor.  His key area of responsibility centered on working with universities and businesses to boost high tech skills and innovation in the region, stimulating economic development and regeneration. His key achievements included: the negotiation of a successful £180m commitment by the three Regional Development Agencies to form a strategic partnership for innovation with the Technology Strategy Board, and leading a regional task force to develop the business case to invest in space based research and innovation. The £40m Harwell International Space Innovation Campus was created as a result of this work. Before joining SEEDA, Ed was Head of the Department of Chemical and Life Sciences and Professor of Materials Chemistry at the University of Greenwich.
